Then they will get the chance to see how it feels to create art on
their backs under the table. Young children are usually most interested in
the process of art, not the finished product. The most important thing with
our Artist of the Month segments is for the children to explore new art
ideas and techniques. Above all, the activities are “open-ended”. Itis up to
the child to decide exactly how his or her work of art will turn out.
Independent thinking is encouraged, while skills and responsibility are
enhanced through individual decisions. We also hope getting an exposure to
famous artists will inspire them to look at the world in a new way and see
themselves in the scope of time.
