It was true for those “who have come 
out of the great ordeal” in the Revelation vision. It is true for us and for all the baptized: 
Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life, and I will dwell in the 
house of the Lord forever. (from Sundays and Seasons)

What is challenging or confusing as you read/hear it this time?  

 What are the voices to be heard in this story?  
 How does the voice of God speak life?   
 What does it’s similarities to Luke 7: 11-17 have to reveal to us? 

What is the role of the community in this story? 
What is the role of faith in this story?    

 
Read again John 10: 22-30 

What do you notice about this story as you read/hear it this time?  
What is the proclamation of faith in Jesus’ answer?   
What is the gift of faith Jesus proclaims in his answer?  
How does the mutuality of God - Father, Son and Holy Spirit – model the mutuality 
of the church/community of faith?   

 
Read again Revelation 7: 9-17 

What do you notice about this story as you read/hear it this time?  
What is the good news proclaimed in this vision of hope?   

   Why is it powerful to have the main image of Jesus be the Lamb?
